Q: Are Dominicans monks? Is a priory the same as a 
monastery? 
A: Dominicans are not monks, but they have some things 
in common with monks. Monks live a contemplative life, 
devoting themselves to prayer, study, and manual labor. 
They live, pray, and work in a monastery, which tends to 
be in a secluded place that allows for silence and 
separation from the world. 
Dominicans are properly called friars, and friars are a kind 
of hybrid between monks and diocesan priests. Like 
monks, Dominican friars live in community with their 
brothers, and have a regular schedule of prayer, meals, 
and meetings in common. Like monks, Dominicans take 
the vows of poverty (renouncing the right to individual 
property and holding all things in common), chastity, and 
obedience. Also like monks, Dominican friars are to 
spend part of each day in silence and contemplation. 
Unlike monks, and like diocesan priests, Dominican friars 
serve “in the world” by preaching, pastoral care, and 
teaching. Also unlike monks, Dominican friars are 
“itinerant”: rather than residing in one monastery for life 
they are periodically reassigned to different places as 
needs arise. 
Similarly, a priory has much in common with a monastery, 
in order to provide space for silence, contemplation, and 
community life. However, a priory tends to be smaller 
than a monastery (since it is one of many Dominican 
residences in a Province) and is located in a city or 
populated area, so as to be near the people and places 
that the friars serve.
